Two Months

It has been two months since | stepped on the
island. Two months—it could be short and it
could be long at the same time. It 15 long
enough for me to get into new habits; however
it is so short that | can still remember the firse
day T arrived at the strange place thousands
miles away from home.

This is my first time living on my own, il not
economically, at least physically. For the first
time, | began to cook every day, together with
another two Chinese girls living upstairs.
However, we are guite satisfied with our
cooking skills and the food we are feeding
ourselves, For most the Chinese students,
‘eating' 15 a crucial 1ssue here, since the English
food are regarded as almost the worst in
Europe, and the prices are really much higher
than it in China, especially vegetables, which
are something bothering us all the time. You
may find one chilli pepper is 25 penee which is
the medium price, and which equals to almost 3
RMB Yuan. What is the most inconvenient
thing for we Chinese student is that we cannot
get Chinese style secasonings in the small city
where we live, which vou can only find in
Chinese towns or markets in bigger cities,

Then after the biggest issue—Tfood, 1 would
like to tell you something which has impressed
me s¢ much. First is the so-called British
gentility—you can find that the most
frequently used words here are ‘excuse me',
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‘sorry’ and—of course-- ‘'thank you'. Mosi
people would hold the door for the one after
them coming into the door, il they fail to hold
the door for the following person, they would
apologize. This has made me a bit nervous and
| ook several weeks to get adapted to it. Now,
as | have said at the beginning, it has been a
long enough time for me 1o get into the habit
that I began to hold the door for the others and
always be prepared to say "thank you'. What 1
want to put here is that this does not necessarily
mean that we are less polite than people here, |
would rather comprehend this phenomena as
different cultures.

The second thing should be the teachers in the
university. It took no time for us to find the
huge differences between teachers here and
teachers at home. | think it is the whaole
conception regarding teachers and the
relationships between teachers and students is
totally different, which makes the differences
we have sensed. For instance, students are free
to call their teachers’ name without any formal
addresses, which once again made us a bit
unused to, however we are now calling our
lecturers by their first names in any
circumstances. And again, | am not trving to
judge this to be better or worse then our
custom, there is no right or wrong between our
different cultures, each has its own way,

Generally, 1, together with other students from
Lanzhou University, am now leading a brand
new life here, and we are more and more wsed
to the life here, though it is so much different,
And those problems we were expected and
worried about before, such as language,
different cultures collision have not really
appeared to bother us much.
